· Find the ideas for the activity. 
· Show how your activity fits into the meeting/camp.
· Decide who is needed for help.

· Deliver the completed programme to the rest of the Section Leadership Team.

· Ensure the activity runs during the meeting/camp.

· Review the activity with the rest of the Leadership Team.

· Why did I do it?

· What did I want to achieve?

· What did the section members get from it?

· What did I learn from it?

· What would I do differently next time?

· How do I feel about it now?
